Directions

way heading east. Guests will follow Ohio Street to Michigan 
Avenue, which is approximately one and a quarter miles. Then 
turn right, South on Michigan and proceed one block. Turn left at 
the next corner (Illinois Street) and proceed East on Illinois one 
block to the traffic circle where you can turn around to come back 
to Michigan Avenue and take a right. The doorman and valet 
parkers will be on Michigan Avenue to assist you.  
 
From Midway Airport (12 miles): 
Guests traveling east on I-55 will merge with Lake Shore Drive 
North, approximately three miles from the downtown area. When 
arriving on Lake Shore Drive North, guests will pass Soldier's 
Field, the Shedd Aquarium, and Field Museum.
